Community Council News

· Complaints have been received regarding the state of the road from the quarry.Cllr. Tattum had attended the quarterly liaison meeting where this was reported. Cllr Johnson had been in touch with the Quarry Manager, Mr Jason Parry who advised the quarry has had a large order for material from the aggregates division received on site resulting in a greater amount of loading and movement.  The quarry has increased the frequency of the road sweeper.

· Cllr. Johnson reported on a successful “Big Dig” in Gwernaffield Park/Playing fields, over 30 people attended from the villages, including the scouts and residents who planted plants, hedges also in the conservation garden.  Cllr. Johnson thanked the clerk for her attendance and hoped  more community councillors would attend future events.  Trees/shrubs will now be received twice yearly from the woodland trust.

· The clerk reported to members about the pre-deposit proposals public consultation (preferred strategy) Flintshire Local Development Plan 2015 – 2030.  This is available on the Councils website www.flintshire.gov.uk/idp 
Councillors asked the clerk to comment that Gwernaffield and Pantymwyn Community Council do not have the infrastructure to deal with significant housing development.

· The clerk reported on an update on Street light renewal from County.  Mr Darell Jones, Street lighting manager  informed  members that all sox owned lights by Flintshire County Council will be being replaced in the next 6 months.

· The clerk reported she had contacted Mr Lightfoot again to request a chase on white lines on Cilcain Road and the junction in Y Waen also cutting back on the trees in Y Waen.  Mr Lightfoot will look into the progress of these work requests.  The trees in question are owned by leisure services and June Morris would be responsible.  

· The clerk had also reported litter/waste being discarded on Cefn Bychan Road from the recycling vehicles, there was a lot of this on the road Mr Lightfoot will speak to the relevant team.

· The clerk reported Mr Lightfoot was in the process of submitting a funding bid to Flintshire County Councils road safety unit to improve the footpath from Factory Pool Lane to Fford Y Bryn down into Mold.  Mr Lightfoot will inform the community council of any future developments.

· Councillors expressed some concern about a lack of gritting particularly on Pantybuarth Road and Pen Y Fron Road.  Although these routes may be defined by Flintshire County Council as Priority 2 routes when it comes to gritting, concern was expressed due to the gradients they are at which makes them more dangerous. Ysgol Y Waun also struggled during the snow fall with the teaching staff having to do a lot of snow removal and make safe the surrounding area. .  Mr Steve Jones, Manager Street Scene and Councillor Carolyn Thomas, Cabinet member for Streetscene and Countryside said in response to the community councils letter of concern regarding winter maintenance for rural villages.  

Flintshire County Councils winter maintenance policy is in line with national guidelines and is reviewed every two years. This is subject to full scrutiny and cabinet approval.  Flintshire County Council has to keep roads clear of ice and snow as much as reasonably practical.

Mr Jones showed a map which demonstrated where the gritting routes are and how this has changed in recent years.  Changes were due to inconsistency in where Flintshire County Council used to grit compared to other rural areas and this had to be rectified. He confirmed some agricultural routes had been removed.

                Cllr. Armstrong suggested taking the concerns about gritting/road 
                safety matters to the next Town and County Forum as it is likely other 
                community councils are experiencing similar problems
                Cllr. Armstrong agreed to attend the next meeting. 
                On a positive note, Cllr. Johnson said the community responded well
                and helped one another during the bad weather conditions.

· Cllr. Elcock reported a “black spot” in terms of street lighting on Cefn Bychan Road.  Cllr. Bolton said once the lighting renewal project had finished, it was previously agreed to look back at any areas.  Pantymwyn Councillors agreed to meet and look at this area one evening and feedback.

· Councillors agreed to review the hire of hall for the youth club during 2018/2019.  There is still no advance notice of when it is going to be cancelled.  Cllr. Pritchard is at present getting no response from Mr Holt, Flintshire County Councils Youth Service.

· Match Funding Scheme – funding response from Aura to expression of interest for Gwernaffield Playing Fields.  Due to the number of expressions of interest received from Town and Community Councils, they have exceeded the level of funding available from the Council.  All expressions of interest received have been reduced by 50% in value.  Therefore the original expression of interest from Friends of Gwernaffield Playing Fields and the Community Council was £5,000.  Flintshire County Council will now offer £2,500.

                Cllr. Lynne Pritchard and others from Friends of Gwernaffield 
                Playing Fields will be meeting with Mr Richard Roberts, Aura.  Due
                to the reduction in money, Mr Roberts has suggested a smaller child
                friendly play area. 
                Mr Richard Roberts had also advised of a sum of £2,850 earmarked
                for the play area, to be used to replace the fence to the right
                hand side of the gate entrance .
                New toddler play equipment is to be put in the Playing Field in    

                the spring.
· The clerk had worked with the Chair and Vice Chairman on the proposed 2018/2019 budget which had been circulated in advance of the Feb meeting.  In year, savings had continued to be made in particular on street lighting electricity and maintainence which would continue and have been reflected in the proposed budget.  The budget was considered and discussed – A precept for £32,500 (0.99% increase) was agreed.

· Community events - Cllr. Armstrong is to take over Community Council events and with a sub group will look at events throughout the year.   A proposal by Cllr. Pritchard, seconded by Cllr Armstrong to increase the community events budget from £800 - £1000.  7 votes for, 1 against, 2 abstain. 
               The clerk provided Cllr. Armstrong with guidance from the Standing 
               Orders on Sub Committees as she will be establishing a group to co-
               ordinate local events in the Community.  Cllr. Pritchard has

               furnished Cllr. Armstrong with a list of those events which she had 
               previously done over the past few years.
· Cllr. Lynne Vaughan resigned as Councillor for personal reasons.  The clerk placed a vacancy notice on the notice boards and website.

· Review of Community Councillors attendance at monthly meetings:
               Cllr. Pritchard reported briefly on the importance of regular  

               Councillor attendance and commented that only a third of councillor
                has attended all meetings since May 2017.
                A register will be published at the end of each financial year showing

                each Councillors attendance.
· Cllr Hughes attended a meeting of  Penyfford Community Planning Group on 31 January 2018.  He explained a number of Councils are under pressure for big housing developments including Penyffordd, Llay, Rossett, Hope and Wrexham.  Planning objections and enquiries have been made by community councils and there was a general feeling that the community councils input is not taken seriously.  Therefore, if the community councils grouped together would this have more influence. it was agreed it would be beneficial if Gwernaffield and Pantymwyn Community Council had a representative on this planning group. Cllr Hughes to act as representative on Penyffordd Planning Group.

We  would respectfully like to remind people, who have loved ones buried in the Churchyard & New Cemetery, that the recent erection of kerbs adjoining headstones, artificial flowers & ornaments are not allowed under Church in Wales Churchyard regulations:

Item 17:  Save for silk flowers & Remembrance Day poppies, no artificial wreaths or flowers, shrubs, permanent flower vases or containers, chippings, gravel paving stones or kerbs shall be placed on or around any grave.

We wish to continue to maintain the grounds tidily for the benefit of all but increasing numbers of kerbs have appeared. This is making it very difficult for the ground maintenance team & also more costly -£7,600 in 2017. 

Recent kerbs need to be removed by May 31st 2018. If they remain, they will be dismantled.
